Graduate Studies Rules and Regulations 

Students:

1- Applicant should have completed previous undergraduate studies with a minimum grade of “good”.
2- PhD applicant should have acquired a Masters degree prior to applying to the scholarship program.
3- Full time employees are not eligible (except for teaching assistants).

4- Applicant should have at least 1 year of work experience if applying for Masters and 2 years of work experience if applying for PhD. Teaching assistants are not required to have any work experience.  

5- Research proposal should be linked to an industrial problem of national interest.

6- Selected applicant must submit a mid academic year evaluation approved by his/her advisor and should include some feedback from the industry contact person.

7- Candidates should be willing to commit to field visits to the targeted industrial site if needed for the success of their research/project.

Advisors:
