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Proposal Guidelines for Students

Students’ proposal should include, and will be evaluated based on, the following point

1. Project Title and Idea – Students shall provide a detailed description of the Project they intend to undertake.  This description shall include all details of project theme, technical aspects and implementation, expected final product of the project, feasibility of implementation, AND significance of this project’s contribution to the field of Engineering. What is the idea for the project and how is it significant to the greater field?
2. Project Members – Students shall provide a list of all contributing members to the project, including a brief background of each student’s academic achievements, and how each person will contribute to the completion of the project.  Each team should also provide a recommendation letter from the project faculty advisor indicating confirmation of being that team’s advisor, the team’s merits and how that team’s strengths contribute to the Telecommunications field. Each team should specify the team member who will be responsible for communication with NM. Who are the contributing members of the project, what are their strengths, and what part will each person play?
3. Inventive Step – Students shall briefly describe how the idea for their project came to fruition.  This includes an account of what problems in the field of Telecommunication the project addresses and how it does so.  This will also include background on the project topic, including a brief literature review if possible, and how the project will add to the work previously done on the same topic. How and why was this particular project idea chosen?
4. Project Components Information – Students shall briefly state the expected needed items for completion of the project. Such items include, but are not limited to, hardware, software, books, papers, or training courses.  Where possible, students should state whether these components will be purchased locally or abroad.  What components will be needed to complete the project and where can they be obtained?
5. Budget Projection – Students shall list all equipment, resources, and facilities needed for full implementation of the project and a brief explanation of why each item is needed.  This list shall include detailed projected cost for each item and a grand total of cost for all items needed.  What resources will the project require and how will funds be used for each item?
6. Checkpoints – Students shall set checkpoints at which progress on the project can be assessed (at least twice over the course of the academic year).  This shall include specific time points and projected completion of specific tasks that indicate adequate progress is being achieved towards completion of the project.  At what time points should progress be assessed in order to determine appropriate advancement toward the end result of the project?
7. Need for Funding – Students shall assess how the project will benefit from being funded by NM.  This shall also include an assessment of how the project will benefit in such a way that would not otherwise be possible.  How will the project benefit from NM funding in a way that would otherwise have been impossible?
8. Reasons for consideration – Students shall assess why they feel that NM should fund their particular project.  This assessment should include a discussion of why this project is significant and how the students will benefit from NM funding.  Why is it important that NM funds that particular group’s project?
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
