What is SRDA? 

SRDA is a national competition which provides grant awards to young Egyptian scientists who develop innovative prototypes to help solve real-world challenges facing the Egyptian industry.

The competition has two phases. Initially, 30 projects will be selected to participate in the competition. Then, these selected projects will compete in the SRDA final ceremony where an evaluation committee will select the top 10 winners.
What are the SRDA awards?  

The top 10 winning projects will be awarded EGP 10,000 each. Recipients will use the financial award as seed money for their business start-ups.

Who can apply? 

The SRDA competition is open to all Egyptians under 35 years of age; you can apply as an individual or as a team.

· Submitted applications should not exceed 10 pages.

· All application pages should be numbered. 

· Project title should be kept as brief as possible. 
· Applications must be in MSWord or PDF format only
